Local students share their social
media experiences in light of
proposed new regulations...

Bullying, body image issues and
leaked photos are some of the issues
local teenagers reported with social
media, amid a continuing national
debate on regulations.

Leaders, experts, parents and
teenagers met last week to discuss the
topic and learn about online safety at a
summit in Adelaide.

South Australian schools will now
deliver an evidence-based program
focused on preventing or mitigating
issues associated with social media, as
outlined by SA Premier Malinauskas
during the summit.

The curriculum will have content on
coercive control, strategies for detecting
deepfakes, understanding artificial
intelligence and the impact of negative
online influencers.

Children up to 16-years-old could be
banned from social media by the end
of this year as the Federal Government
considers legislation, while the State
Government has proposed social
media companies ban users under 14
or face fines.

Subsequently, Meta — which owns
Facebook and Instagram - introduced
‘teen accounts’ for users under the age
of 18 to allow regulated use, such as
giving parents the ability to set daily

time limits.

Mental health advocate CIiff
Sweetman - who was a teacher and
student counsellor, and volunteers
with Strathalbyn & Communities
Suicide Prevention Network — believes
regulations are necessary as social
media can have a negative impact on
teenagers’ mental health.

“I think kids in their own heart-of-
hearts know it’s dangerous if you let it
run rife” he said.

“Mentally, kids haven’t developed
(sufficient) self defence mechanisms
and they may not have the resilience
to counteract some of the negativity
they come into contact with through
social media.

“We're a village helping to raise kids
and we need to be very conscious of what
we’re putting in place for them.

“These social media platforms are
all money-driven - they don’t care
about kids, and someone’s got to care
about kids.”

As debate has sparked, The Southern
Argus spoke to Goolwa Secondary
College students on about the issue, who
supported regulation.

Local history buffs now have the
opportunity to view a historic 1930s scotch
oven in Macclesfield that used to bake
400 loaves of bread a day for the Adelaide
Hills area.

Built by the Carter family, the oven of the
former bakery — now Macclesfield General
Store — would take three to four days to heat up.

Dough was handmade and initially put in
a proofing drawer.

The oven was originally wood-fired and
later converted to oil-fired.

Located on the town’s main strip Venables
Street, the building was first established in
the 1880s, and was a bakery from the 1930s
to 1950s.

The bakery/oven was last operated by the
Ingerson family and closed in the 1950s and
has been sitting idle until recently.

Macclesfield General Store Owner
Davin Kuchel offered the community an
opportunity to re-ignite old memories and
learn about old-fashioned processes by
opening Macclesfield Old Oven Museum.

The move is a bit of a personal full-circle
moment, as his grandfather used to deliver
bread baked at the site.

As well as the oven, the space includes
other historic artefacts from the Adelaide
Hills — most of which are a century old -

such as an old butter church, milk bottles,
a clothes ringer, cart, and electrical items.

Opened intermittently or by appointment,
Mr Kuchel’s wealth of research has allowed
him to tell the backstories of each piece,
which have sparked memories and nostalgia.

Mr Kuchel has become passionate about
keeping history alive as “once it’s gone,
it’s gone”.

“(Without history) people won't know how
it was done, how people used to do stuff the
old-fashioned way — the hard way,” he said.

“On old farms, they'd milk cows to get their
milk, they made their own butter and cream
— everything was done by hand, whereas

some kids these days think milk comes from
a bottle.

“Let people see old stuff because a lot of
it gets thrown away”

The space at the back of Macclesfield
General Store also has an old cellar that
can be viewed from atop.

“When next door was a school house
during the war, the air raid sirens would go
off and the kids would dive out the backdoor
of the RSL, in through the side door and
down into the cellar, because it was an air
raid shelter;” he said.

“Up until the 1980s, there used to be
gelignite in it - explosive dynamite”

Pothole-prone road to be inspected

A troublesome Willyaroo road will finally
be inspected after four years, bringing some
conciliation to its residents who have had
to take their own action to resolve the
recurring issue.

Over the years, Blacker Road has become
increasingly susceptible to potholes,
according to residents of the street, causing
damage to cars and prohibiting children from
riding their bikes along the road.

For Mandy Melville, who moved to the
Willyaroo street in October 2008, the issue
became “really bad” back in 2020, to the point
where she claims she had to get Alexandrina
Council involved.

After continuous calls, she claims three
workers were sent down with shovels but
nothing further has been done since.

Instead, the residents have taken it upon
themselves to fill in the holes, causing some

frustrations among the neighbours.

“It got really bad in 2020 - I don’t know
why - so I rang the council and I literally rang
them every day for a week or two, badgering
them and saying you’ve got to do something,’
she said.

“Then they sent out three men with
shovels and a wheelbarrow.

“Ever since | haven't bothered ringing the
council, but when we got our last rates bill,
it just made me really angry”

Mrs Melville claims the holes pop up on
average every six months, depending on the
weather, with the most recent batch covered
by one of the residents about a month ago.

She ideally would like the road to be
bituminised, but at the very least, for it to
be graded.

However, according to council, it has no
record of formal complaints being made
about the section of road in 2020.

Though now it is aware of the pothole
complaints, Acting Chief Executive Officer
Stacey Bateson said an asset inspector would
be sent to visit the area.

Pipi season almost here

Locals and visitors will soon fill the
Goolwa Beach carpark to catch pipis as the
recreational fishing season begins.

While many use the small shellfish as bait,
the popularity around eating them has grown
again in recent times after they have been
iconic to local waters for 19,000 years and
called ‘kuti’ by the Ngarrindjeri peoples.

Today, Ngarrindjeri-owned Goolwa PipiCo
and Kuti Co helps connect Indigenous
peoples to these long-running traditions
through commercial fishing.

Recreational fishers and tourists enjoy
filling their freezers with pipis during the
season which kicks off in two weeks from
November 1.

Following size and daily limit regulations,

the process of catching them involves
wriggling feet in the sand and collecting
them with hands or nets.

Removing sand and grit from the shell
requires preparation, with many soaking them
in lightly salted cool water for several hours.

Vanessa Button — the owner of Kuti Shack,
which partners with Goolwa PipiCo and Kuti
Co — recommends home cooks hero pipis by
preparing them into pasta vongole — which has
spaghetti, white wine, butter, and fresh parsley.

“They’re great to eat so it sort of feels like
a waste to use it as bait,” Ms Button said.

“(Perhaps they have grown in popularity)
as Australians get more used to different
cuisines, they’re a little bit more open to
eating things they didn’t use to.”

Ms Button will soon showcase local
pipis at the Sea to Shore Glenelg Seafood
Festival on October 26 and 27, which includes
live cooking demonstrations and panels
alongside some of the best seafood producers
in the state.

NSW man fronts court
over Port Elliot collision

A New South Wales man alleged to have
ploughed into a group of people with his car
at Port Elliot on the October long weekend will
spend four months behind bars on remand.

As previously reported in The Southern
Argus, just after 1.30am on Saturday, October
12, police and emergency services were called
to North Terrace after a blue Ford sedan
collided with a group of people out the front
of licensed premises before leaving the area.

The impact left a 22-year-old Hindmarsh
Island man with serious life-threatening
injuries, including to his legs, while four
others - a 21-year-old Goolwa Beach man,
37-year-old Elliott woman, a 20-year-old
Inman Valley woman and 30-year-old
Blackwood man — were taken to hospital

for treatment of minor injuries.

A short time later, the driver of the suspect
vehicle, a 37-year-old New South Wales man,
returned to the scene and was promptly
arrested by local patrols.

The driver, Eric Cooper, appeared in
Christies Beach Magistrates via video link
last Tuesday charged with five counts of
aggravated causing harm by dangerous
driving, one count of aggravated causing
serious harm by dangerous driving, one
count of aggravated due care, and one count
of leaving the scene of the accident.

He made no application for bail and is
yet to enter any pleas to any of the counts.

Mr Cooper will face Adelaide Magistrates
Court in February.

Safety reminder
amid school return

RAA is reminding drivers to look
out around school zones and prepare
for slightly longer commute times as
thousands of South Australian school
students return to class for term four
this week.

Drivers should be aware that school
zones in SA have a speed limit of 25km/h
whenever children are present, and school
pedestrian crossings are set to be in more
frequent use.

Motorists can also expect travel times to
increase during the morning peak period -
which is usually worst between 8-9am — as
well as the afternoon rush.

RAA Senior Manager Road Safety
Charles Mountain urged drivers to be extra
careful around school zones.

“School is back for the final term of the
year, so traffic will be heavy and thousands
of students will be riding or walking near
schools as they head to class,” he said.

“If you want to beat the morning rush,
leaving by around 7.30am will usually
mean you should miss the worst of it,
otherwise, it’s a good idea to leave a few
extra minutes for your journey during the
morning and afternoon peak periods.

“It’s important to remember the
lower speed limits apply at school zones
whenever children are present, including
outside of school hours.

“School pedestrian crossings will also
be in use at drop-off and pick-up times, so
slow down and be prepared to stop if the
amber lights are flashing or the orange
flags are out.”

The Critic

Before there was social media to
tear down performances of actors
in plays and on screen, there were
newspaper critics who wielded praise,
but also vitriol, to make and shape the
careers of many.

The Critic is billed as a thriller,
based on the 2015 novel Curtain Call
by Anthony Quinn.

It stars international treasure Sir
Ian McKellen, as sharp as ever as
Jimmy Erskine - a film critic at The
Daily Chronicle in London in 1934.

Erskine prides himself on his
savagery of words for plays and
actors he feels don’t cut it, but he has
anew boss in Viscount David Brooke,
played by Mark Strong, who wants the
nastiness toned down.

Things take its first turn for the
sinister when Brooke dismisses
Erskine after he and his lover Tom
Turner, played by Alfred Enoch, are
arrested for homosexuality.

The film soon brings to life its
message of how ambition can seduce
and how power can corrupt.

The pace of the film ebbs and flows
enough to be annoying at points, but
nails it at the big moments, particularly
in the closing 20 minutes.

These days when there is a film or
television series made every minute
that purports to be a thriller, the
competition is certainly tough to make
it to the top of the list.

While enjoyable, intense in parts,
and buoyed by being able to see Ian
McKellen - whose career now spans
more than 60 years —in a leading role
again, The Critic would probably have
drawn a few harsh words from Jimmy
Erskine, which may or may not have
been agreed on by all who watch it.

David Higgs’ impressive
cinematography was marred by
countless shots of lamps, while Craig
Armstrong’s original music matched
the era well.

All in all, The Critic is a worthy
three-and-a-half stars.

Historic Ahoriginal leader immortalised with award

A former Strathalbyn resident will be
immortalised in a brand-new SA Health
Award that will be delivered to Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander South Australians
delivering exceptional care to advance health
outcomes across the state.

Dr O’Donoghue, who briefly lived in
Strathalbyn, arriving in town in 1983
and staying for four years - according to
information from the 2017 booklet Down by
the Riverside - died on Kaurna Land, aged 91,
on February 4 this year.

The new award honours Dr O’'Donoghue’s
legacy by recognising individuals and initiatives
across SA Health that reflect her commitment

to improving Aboriginal health and supporting
Aboriginal workforce development.

“It is with great pride that the O’Donoghue
family supports the announcement of the Dr
Lowitja O’'Donoghue Award for Excellence in
Aboriginal Health, and to see our Aunty and
Nana honoured through such an important
award,” Lowitja O’Donoghue Foundation
Senior Project Officer, Deb Edwards, said.

Drought response
needed now

In the face of hardships across the
entire South Australia agriculture sector at
present, the farmers are inviting the Premier
to a ‘barbie’

That is a reflection of the positive,
resilient and friendly nature of our farmers,
but it also reveals that feel they are not being
taken seriously.

The perception that ‘South Australia
finishes at the toll gate’ shows the frustration
at the State Government’s lack of focus on
our regions.

It is rare to have so many parts of our $1.8
billion farming sector all facing such huge
challenges at one time.

The comparisons with previous droughts,
frost events and adverse market conditions
is stunning.

Rainfall this year in some districts is even
less than the terrible 1967 drought, with

recent frosts being worse than any in
living memory, and the value of some
wine grapes less than paid in the 1980s.

Corbin Schuster made a good point
about how sophisticated the leading
modern farms are.

The current dry period and the frosts
have been so serious that even the most
efficient, well-prepared farmers are being
impacted.

People would be stunned at the level
of sophistication and professionalism
in the propagation and year-round
production of the tomato businesses
north of Adelaide.

This needs a huge investment in
equipment and people.

This type of expertise is now common in
leading farming businesses across the state.

The growing level of frustration in our
regions is palpable.

I have previously made the comparison
at how readily a previous Labor
Government dedicated $50 million towards
Holden in response to market setback, yet
it is ponderous in its action to look after
those hard-working people in regional
South Australia who grow our food.

This is not a call for a hand-out.

It is a justifiable request for the
South Australian Government to help
our besieged farming sector through
one of the toughest times in memory to
underpin future sustainability.

I call on the Premier and the Minister
for Primary Industries and Regions Clare
Scriven to accept the generous offer to
join these farmers for a barbie and, while
there, to listen.

Turning off the phone

The dangers of social media for all
of us are well-known now.

Who hasn't experienced seeing a post
on a platform that paints yourselfin a
negative light?

Throw in deep fakes and artificial
intelligence, and how can most of us
keep track of developments in the social
media world, especially those of us who
have previously spent most of our lives
without it, and find themselves feeling
forced to keep up with every change?

It is difficult to deal with people
who place comments on social media
which they would never say to your
face, protected by anonymity.

It is hard for most of us to deal with
our personal concerns about social
media, and how we or loved ones are
depicted, let alone protect them.

It was therefore unsurprising that
when The Southern Argus journalist
Tara Nash spoke to Goolwa Secondary
College students about the SA
Government’s plans to tackle the dark
side of social media, they recorded
their own concerns about bullying,
body image issues and leaked photos.

South Australian schools will now
deliver evidence-based programs focused
on preventing or mitigating issues it.

The curriculum will have content
on coercive control, strategies for
detecting deep fakes, understanding
artificial intelligence and the impact
of negative online influencers.

Meanwhile, children up to 16-years-
old could be banned from social media
by the end of this year as the Federal
Government considers legislation,
while the State Government has
proposed social media companies ban
users under 14 or face fines.

All these measures may sound a
little extreme, but such is the reality
of the damage of social media, they are
one step forward in helping our young
people to live in a safe environment.

While plus sides include being able
to keep up with friends and family, and
having information at your fingertips,
it's more than time to tackle the damage
being done.

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Art celebrating ‘family and connectedness’ launched at Goolwa Wharf

With a submission that connects the past to
the present, emerging artists Amber Cronin
and Anika Gardner, alongside contemporary
Ngarrindjeri and Narangga artist Cedric
Varcoe, celebrated the installation and launch
of their public artwork Hearthstone at the
newly redeveloped Goolwa Wharf Precinct.

Looking to deepen their connection with
the Helpmann Academy and emerging visual
artists, the K&S Langley Family had a bold,
ambitious idea in 2020 to commission a
large-scale public artwork in the heart of
the Goolwa Wharf Precinct.

The K&S Langley Family had many fond
memories of holidaying in Goolwa over the
years and wanted artwork that is reflective
of the quality family time they and many
others had experienced in the township.

Together, the Helpmann Academy and
K&S Langley Family brought the project to
Alexandrina Council.

From June to December 2021, a select group
of artists were required to develop and present
to a judging panel concepts that responded
to the themes of ‘family and connectedness’

With a submission that thoughtfully
connects the past to the present, in early
2022, emerging artists Amber Cronin and
Anika Gardner were declared the recipients
of the Helpmann Academy Major Public Art
Commission for the Goolwa Wharf Precinct,
with their artwork Hearthstone.

“I've cherished Goolwa for years, making
countless memories with my family here, so
seeing this public art project come to life fills
me with immense joy,” Sarah Langley said.

“Supporting artists like Amber Cronin,
Anika Gardner, and Cedric Varcoe in bringing
their vision to the Goolwa Wharf Precinct has
been a truly rewarding experience.

“I believe art has the power to transform
spaces and evoke powerful emotional
responses, and this project beautifully connects
the area’s rich history with a hopeful future.

“I couldn’t be prouder to help create
something that reflects the love and warmth
of Goolwa.”

The significant commission, valued at
$150,000, came at a time when Australia’s
arts and cultural sector has been devastated
due to the ongoing impact of the pandemic
and the economically precarious position
many artists, especially emerging, found
themselves in.

Helpmann Academy CEO Jane MacFarlane
was instrumental in facilitating this major
commission.

“I am so proud of the work we do at the

opportunities for emerging artists,” she said.

“Large-scale, public artwork commissions
like this do not come around often.

“To partner with one of our long-term
donors as well to celebrate their connection
Goolwa was a pleasure and privilege”

The judging panel was impressed by the
way Amber Cronin and Anika Gardner spent
extensive time connecting with a wide cross-
section of the Goolwa community.

Hearthstone is a sculptural work imbued
with a sense of discovery and curiosity,
featuring designs by Mr Varcoe.

The three main elements to Hearthstone
are family gatherings nodes (etched granite
stones), reed like forms (steel and bronze)
and alluvial stones (granite boulders).

These sculptural motifs are a nod to the
natural lightness and buoyancy of the place,
a sense of water flow and with an appreciation
of the effects of changing seasons that are
present on the Goolwa waterfront (sun, cloud
cover, wind, and wet weather).

The node stones are engraved with drawings
and stories of place from the first people of
Goolwa, collected and presented through
working collaboratively with Ngarrindjeri,
including Jekeyere, Kuti the cockles, Nori
the pelican and The Seven Sisters.

For Anika Gardner, the experience has had
a positive impact on her career and overall
skills development.

“This commission has been a huge
learning opportunity,” she said.

“It has been really great to see how people
from Goolwa have started to engage with the
work even through install, and I am super
excited to see how it helps to facilitate Cedric
Varcoe’s drawings, sharing the indigenous
histories and stories of the place”

For Amber Cronin, the level of trust
given to her as an emerging artist and the
collaboration she experienced are some of
the big take outs she will remember.

“It is rare to be trusted to work on such
a large-scale project at this early point in a
career, so it was an honour that the curatorial

Seeking donations for Christmas hamper drive

Planning is in full swing for one of
Strathalbyn’s biggest social welfare projects
— the Strathalbyn Inter Church Council’s
Christmas Hampers initiative.

Last year the campaign delivered 221
hampers to support 600 people, covering an
area from Strathalbyn to Langhorne Creek,
to Ashbourne and Callington.

This year organisers are expecting an even
greater demand as locals grapple with the
ever-increasing cost of living.

“The idea is that the community provides
for the community, so the help groups that
exist in the district such as Pantry Club,
Strath Neighbourhood Centre, Milang
Old School House Community Centre
(MOSHCC), and St Vinnies work together
as a unit throughout the year, connecting
with each other when needed, along with
some community ‘ring-ins’ to help make it
all work,” Spokesperson, Sue Eckert, said.

“The need is a reality, so we need to see
what we can do to help people’s journeys.

“It is not what anybody would want - to be
in that position — but sometimes the needs
are not necessarily because people are poor,
sometimes it might be because there has
been sickness in the family and they just
need a help up, not a hand out”

Names of those needing help are sent
in via referral from help groups, schools,
churches or individuals as long as you can
deliver the hamper in person.

The Christmas Hamper Committee has
begun buying items now and is calling for
help - either via monetary donations or
non-perishable items - to take advantage
of discounts.

“We have discovered, particularly last

year, that once the Christmas Pageant goes
on in Adelaide the specials are all Christmas
food, whereas now the specials are half-
price,” Mrs Eckert said.

“We endeavour to buy ordinary food, not
Christmas food, so that families can then
choose what they like for Christmas.

“Money is the bottom line in the sense
that it gives us a buying power that we don’t
have otherwise”

Hampers are packed on December 6 for
families, couples and single people.

People can leave donations at the Churches

Book Shop in Strathalbyn, and are asked
to check the use by date and refrain from
Christmas food, pet food or perishables.

“If people have the basics then they can
go and buy the specialty items they like, so if
they want a special Christmas cake, they can
go and buy that for their Christmas,” Fellow
committee member, Paquita Wise, said.

“If people just donate one item that
certainly helps us”

A small army of people come together for
the transfer and packing process, but it is
kept small to prevent “chaos”.

“Itisjust an incredible thing to be involved
with as a community,” Mrs Eckert said.

“It is community helping community, and
that is really the essence to the story”

Hotel opening pushed hack to November

The Callington Hotel’s re-opening has
been pushed back to November, as its new
owners finish ticking off heritage listing
compliances.

The hotel has been closed for about eight
years, with more than $3 million worth of
upgrades spent by owners across the time.

Operations Manager Sarah Manhire said
its new owners want everything in place
before opening the doors.

“We don't have a date locked in yet,” she
said.

“As you can imagine we are trying to
tick everything off in compliance with the
heritage listing, and Planning SA is taking
a little longer than expected.

“We are aiming for November.

“We are updating the website and we are,
every couple of weeks, posting on socials just
to tide it over, but we will let everyone know,
and send a bulk email out when we do have

the actual date”

Ms Manhire said positions at the hotel
were yet to be announced.

“We have contacted people and just let
them know there has been a delay, but that
everyone is still in the running,” she said.

“I don’t want people to leave jobs and then
be static if we have another delay.

“Especially with the employment market
and the cost of living at the moment, I don’t
want anyone to go a week without wages.”

Ms Manbhire said works were “getting there”

“Every time I go down and have a look, I
am getting very excited,” she said.

“I think people are used to the delays...
but because we made ourselves known, had a
presence and made a bit of noise it is a little
bit more believable than what it has been
over the past seven years or so.

“We are just trying to make sure we have
everything running to start with.

“We don’t want to start with no kitchen,
no pokies or anything, so we are just trying
to get everything right”

Itis expected a minimum of 20 to 25 staff will
be employed at the venture once it is opened.

A Mount Compass dairy farmer and
industry leader is concerned about a price
reduction in milk announced by Coles and
Woolworths last week during a season that
is “drastically” impacting farmers.

The two supermarket giants announced
a reduction of its generic branded milk by
5 cents a litre last week, marking the first
reduction since 2011.

This comes as Coles and Woolworths
face legal action from the Australian
Competition and Consumer Commission
over pricing practices.

South Australian Dairyfarmers’
Association President Robert Brokenshire
believes the move could be a short-term gain
for consumers, but a long-term strategy by
the retailers to push out other brands and
dominate the market share, and then hike
up their price.

A Woolworths spokesperson claimed the
supermarket has no control of the farmgate
price paid to farmers, but rather, it is up to
processors who supply the product.

They claimed the price reduction was
struck between milk processors and
supplying dairy farmers.

“Changes in the milk price flow directly
into the price we pay our milk processors
for our Woolworths brand milk - if the milk
price goes up, we pay more, and when it goes
down, we pay less,” a spokesperson said.

“We’ve reduced the price of Woolworths
branded milk to pass on the savings we’re
receiving from our milk processors.”

A Coles spokesperson claimed the price
reduction was “an investment made by the
business” and famers will be unaffected as
they follow guaranteed farm gate prices.

“Through longer-term one, two or three-
year contracts, farmers are offered greater
security of income so that they can invest
back into their farms and make them more
sustainable,” they said.

Direct sourcing farmers were reportedly
offered contracts at the beginning of the
2024 financial year up to 2026.

However, Mr Brokenshire is doubtful of
this reasoning after hearing from many
processors that costs are high, like many
businesses in the current climate.

“I don’t trust what Coles and Woolworths
have done here,” he said.

“They already damaged the dairy industry
when they had their $1 litre milk war.

“Milk is still the cheapest protein of the
lot and in order to keep South Australian
jobs and competition long term with many
processors, I'd appeal for people to still
buy the branded milk, not the Coles and
Woolworths label.”

This comes as the dry weather conditions
are “drastically” impacting farmers, with Mr
Brokenshire believing rain now is too late to
salvage the season.

Farmers needed good rain a few weeks
ago to potentially have an average result.

With the flow on impact to other
businesses, he believes hundreds of millions
of dollars could be lost across the state.

“It’s become one of the toughest seasons
that I've known in all my years of farming,’
Mr Brokenshire said.

“It’s going to hurt our region because dairy
and other farmers input costs have increased
with the dry (conditions) and the returns are
down because production... has dropped as
a result of the lack of rain”

Around the Strathalbyn and Finniss
region, farmers were also impacted by frost
recently which resulted in much grain being
cut short into hay.

He believes the main Fleuireu region
is in OK conditions, however, further east
including Murray Bridge and past Langhorne
Creek are badly impacted.

Mr Brokenshire — who is a former member
of the South Australian Parliament - is
expecting the State Government to offer
support such as subsidies to reduce the
impact on the economy.

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Alpacas make
‘great friends’
for local farmer

Ambersun Alpacas at Mount Compass is
home to more than 1000 of the fluffy animals,
where they are farmed for wool, meat and
tourism.

The 240-acre farm was started in 1992 by
second generation alpaca farmer Mitchell
Williams’ parents - Chris Williams and
Adrienne Clark - and has grown from there.

They have about 1000 alpacas at the
Mount Compass property and a few hundred
others at farms across Europe, dotted from
Denmark, to Norway, Finland and Sweden.

“My mother saw them at the Adelaide
Show in the early 1990s, if not the 1980s,
and fell in love with them,” Mr Williams said.

“My father was a stock agent, and she
begged and pleaded for some alpacas until
basically my father said ‘if they were going
to do it, they were going to do it right, and
what you see around you is the product of
that idea.

“They made some good investments in
the early days, bringing some elite genetics
out from South America and North America
to Australia and revolutionising the alpaca
industry here”

Alpacas are known for their beautiful
nature, but not as common is their emotional
intelligence.

“They are very attractive animals,” Mr
Williams said.

“They have a lovely look about them, but
they are also very emotionally intelligent.

“When you get to know them they have
great memory, they make friends, have
favourite places, and mourn their dead.

“An alpaca can live for about 20 to 25 years,
so you can develop quite long relationships
with them.

“They are just a remarkable animal, and
I guess that was the reason for us — we just
gelled with them enough that we decided we
wanted to go into them full-time”

At Ambersun Alpacas the animals are
grown mostly for wool.

“It is mostly wool, but to sustain any
industry you need to make money where
you can to support the business,” Mr
Williams said.

“There is a small percentage of animals
that don't really fit any criteria for the wool
business - maybe they have some sort of
defect or may be overly aggressive - so the

meat side of the business is necessary.

“The meat of the animal is very lean, high
in iron and high in protein, and I think in
terms of cholesterol, it is one of the lowest
cholesterol meat that you can eat, so very
healthy, but also very palatable and mild
in flavour”

Alpacas are shorn once a year in
November at Mount Compass, with alpaca
shearers in high demand and almost able to
name their price.

Shearing is just one of a few care items
the animal needs.

“Depending on the area in which they live,
they may need their nails trimmed once or
twice a year,” Mr Williams said.

“Alpacas, where they came from
originally, were used to climbing on rocks
and over harsh terrain, which would wear
their nails down enough that they didn’t
have to be trimmed.

“Because it is very sandy in Mount
Compass, their nails tend to grow quite
long, so part of their care regime is to trim
their nails.

“Sometimes they might require some
dental work if they have a tooth issue, but
apart from those things, that is all the care
they require”

Alpacas are known for being able to defend
sheep flocks from predators - a trait born in
the Andes Mountains where they are preyed
on by cougars.

“If they see a dog or a cat they don’t know,

or a fox... they are very good at warding
those predators off because they will tend
to treat their sheep as their babies,” Mr
Williams said.

“Alpacas do tend to take the role of
guardian of the herd, and when it is a group
of mixed alpacas, it is generally the biggest
toughest female that takes on the role.

“They do actually elect a sort of matriarch
to protect the herd, and if they perceive

a threat, they make a warning noise that
alerts everyone”

Ambersun Alpacas also export to South
East Asia where the industry is growing,
including in China, as the economic
opportunities in Europe decrease.

They are known as “induced ovulators”.

“If an alpaca wants to mate, a male will
sing a female a song, and if she hears the
song and decides it is good, she will sit down
and let him mate, and that process starts
ovulation,” Mr Williams said.

“If she decides he is not a good singer then
she will spit on him.

“They are most likely to mate in spring,
particularly after they have had their coat
shorn off - that is when they feel most inclined””

They also have a sweet tooth.

“If they do escape they will run to the
garden and will eat every rose they can find,”
Mr Williams said.

“They love fruit and vegetables, but
generally, all we will feed them is grass, and
then if the season is late, in autumn we might
start to feed them hay just to substitute until
the rain starts”

Mr Williams is hoping the alpacas will
help draw tourists to the farm, where the
family has installed three cabins on the edge
of wetlands that are teeming with wildlife,
and are in the midst of building a café and
kitchen overlooking the water.

It is hoped the development will be
completed by Christmas.

Strathalbyn couple Penny and Greg
Geue have returned triumphant from this
year's Australian Transplant Games — with
a gold medal apiece.

Mrs Geue, taking part as a kidney
transplant recipient, competed in golf,
pétanque, and table tennis, while Mr Geue,
taking part as a supporter competitor,
competed in 10 pin bowling, pétanque,
and table tennis.

Mrs Geue's gold medal was in the ladies
stableford golf, while Mr Geue’s was in 10
pin bowling at the Canberra event that was
from October 1 to October 6.

Speaking to The Southern Argus last
week Mrs Geue said competing at the
Games was a way to give back as she
approaches five years of having had a
kidney transplant, needed after being
diagnosed with polycystic kidney disease,
a genetic disorder.

“My kidney is from a living donor who

is actually my
husband’s
cousin,

which is a little

bit unusual,” she said.

‘I hadn’t been very well...
probably for a year.

“I had a pre-emptive transplant, so
| didn’t have to go on dialysis at that
stage, and my specialist suggested |
look for a living donor, and | had five
people tested — friends and family.

“My living donor, the one | have got now,
when she said she wanted to be tested,
| knew it was going to be her, | just had
that gut feeling.

“Then when she was a match, | just
cried because | knew... It was like a dream
come true, and | was just so fortunate and
so blessed, because | could be on dialysis
now, and have no quality of life.”

Gold for the Geues at
Australian Transplant Games

Strathalbyn couple Penny and Greg
Geue have returned triumphant from this
year's Australian Transplant Games, with
a gold medal apiece.

Penny, taking part as a kidney
transplant recipient, competed in golf,
pétanque, and table tennis, while Greg,
taking part as a supporter competitor,
competed in 10 pin bowling, pétanque,
and table tennis.

Penny’s gold medal was in the ladies
stableford golf, while Greg’s was in 10-pin
bowling at the Canberra event, held from
October 110 6.

Speaking to The Southern Argus
last week, Penny said competing at the
Games was a way to give back as she
approaches five years of having had a
kidney transplant, needed after being
diagnosed with polycystic kidney disease
— a genetic disorder.

“My kidney is from a living donor who
is actually my husband’s cousin, which is
a little bit unusual,” she said.

‘I hadn’t been very well... probably
for a year.

“| had a pre-emptive transplant, so |
didn’t have to go on dialysis at that stage,
and my specialist (had) suggested | look
for a living donor.

“I had five people tested — friends and
family.

“My living donor — the one | have got
now — when she said she wanted to be
tested, | knew it was going to be her; | just
had that gut feeling.

“Then when she was a match, | just
cried because | knew... it was like a dream
come true, and | was just so fortunate and
blessed because | could be on dialysis
now, and have no quality of life.”

Leading up to her diagnosis, Penny was
constantly tired, with waves of nausea that
wouldn’t go away.

Fortunately, her transplant surgery went
smoothly.

“I don't think | was too scared (by the
transplant process),” she said.

“| think it was more traumatic for my
family actually and | think there could be
more support for them.

“But the transplant nurses and the team
at the RAH in renal were just amazing, and
| didn’t have any doubts with them — it was
a really good process.”

The Canberra games were the first
nationals the Geues have competed at.

‘I did get that gold in golf, which was
really exciting,” Penny said.

“I' just wanted to play in it and do well,
but | never thought | would get gold in a
million years.

“I dedicated the win to my living donor,
who is my super hero.

“And | won a bronze in the pétanque
in the doubles, and Greg won gold in the

10-pin bowling, a bronze in table tennis,
and a silver in pétanque.”

The game pétanque sees competitors
throw metal balls as close as possible to
a jack while standing inside a circle with
both feet on the ground.

The decision to take part started in April
for Penny.

“I went to a session at the Royal
Adelaide Hospital back in April,” she said.

“Transplant Australia did a talk there
about a few different things to do with diet,
immunisations and things like that, and |
managed to sign up to the SA committee
of the Transplant Games.

“I went to a couple of meetings and met
a few people, and they were all going, so
Greg and | decided that we would go too.”

Once in Canberra, the Geues met many
people with similar stories.

“Everybody was there to have fun, but
you always get a few people that are quite
serious that have won gold at the World
Games and wanted to continue that in
Canberra,” Penny said.

“The highlight was meeting the
people because everyone is in a similar
situation... listening to people’s stories
and supporting each other.

“There was laughter and it was
emotional, and it was just a real feeling of
togetherness, with everybody supporting
each other.

“It was really special, and | can’t wait
to do it again.

“It was good for Greg too, as a support
person, to meet other people.”

Penny emphasised it was important for
people who want to be an organ and tissue
donor to discuss it with their loved ones.

“I want to encourage everyone to
become an organ and tissue donor, and
to register,” she said.

“You can register online on Transplant
Australia, (as) there is a link there to
donate life.

“But have the conversation with your
family and let them know your wishes
because you could save lives.

“That was what was talked about a lot
at the Games — getting people to talk to
their families.”

The Australian Transplant Games are
held every two years, with the next one’s
location yet to be announced.

Penny is now on the committee of
Transplant SA and is helping others.

“I want to help people, as it is really
important now to get the message across,
and just to support people in similar
situations,” she said.

“| am also a kidney buddy for a lady
that is going through a similar situation
that | went through, who is going to have
a living donor who is a family member.

“She has an appointment to see her
surgeon very soon, so | am talking with
and helping her through it because | know
what it is like.

“It's good to be able to help.”

South 1S:Normal 5-c Major Opening
North 1NT: Balanced hand, doubleton
in Spades.

This was an un-inspiring hand
with some un-inspiring bidding,
1S — INT sounds like a classic
bread-and-butter contract. One
thing that my partner and | have
as a policy is that a NT response
is this sort of situation shows that
the responder has exactly two in
Openers suit: if there were 3 in
the suit, there would be immediate
support, if there were 1 or none,
then responder would length in
another suit, and if strong enough
will show it, and if not a Pass is
appropriate.

Another policy is to lead 4th
highest against a NT contract so
that we can use the Rule of 11
to work out what Declarer might
have. In this case, the #7 was
led. Subtract the number of the
lead card from 11: 11 -7 =4
which means between the other
3 hands, there are 4 Clubs which
will beatthe 7. |look in my hand
and see 2 of them, Dummy has
the #Ace, so Declarer can have
only one card which will beat the
7. That is what the Rule of 11
tells me. The two in my hand are
Queen and 10, so my partner,
who just made the opening lead
has a long Club suit, so | had
better not block the suit with my
Queen. Nevertheless, | play the
#2 from my hand just in case
Declarer has the King or Jack,
and | will sacrifice the Queen if |
need to drive out the King.

Declarer must take the trick in
Dummy with the singleton #Ace,
and as soon as East gets in (and
it won’t be long!), the #Kis led. If
| don’t throw the Queen under the
King, the suit will be blocked, so
that is what | did, and when it was
followed by the #J, | threw the 10
under it, and East continued on to
make 5 Clubs, #Ace, YK and ¢K,
leaving only 5 tricks for Declarer,
two down vulnerable. If | had not
discarded my Clubs that way, N/S
would probably have made their
contract.

Was that being devious? No,
it was simply reading the play
and unblocking the clubs. Those
un-inspiring deals have their
redeeming features.
