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Concerns about overgrown roadside 
vegetation across the Alexandrina Council 
region were raised during Monday night’s 
meeting, with residents calling for action to 
improve safety standards.

Resident Sam Borrett made deputation 
highlighting the issue, showing photos of 
roadside reflector posts, safety barriers 
and signs that were covered by overgrown 
vegetation.

“Unfortunately, roadside maintenance 
– in particular tree trimming within the 
Alexandrina Council – is observed to be 
almost non-existent,” he said.

“This lack of maintenance has led to 
roads becoming overgrown and unsafe for 
motorists to use without risks of damage to 
their vehicles from vegetation.”

Mr Borrett also claimed that in some cases 
across the council region, trees are exceeding 
council’s rules for growth by metres.

Similarly, Nangkita dairy farmer, Brad 
Connor, voiced frustration about the 
challenges faced by those in the agricultural 
industry.

He said workers need to manoeuvre around 
obstructive trees which is particularly hard 
while moving tractors or machinery.

“From a safety point of view, it is quite 
serious… everyday there’d be a close call,” 
he said.

“You pretty much spend most of your time 
on the wrong side of the road trying to avoid 
the trees, which is a real worry to me.

“It’s affecting the business – to get feed 
delivered or to get livestock picked up… you 
have to explain to drivers… areas to watch 
out for.”

Goolwa-based Wildlife Welfare 
Organisation SA was among volunteer 
groups to receive a State Government 
grant funded by the sale of koala 
number plates.

When purchasing the plates, drivers 
make a one-off $50 donation which go 
towards the state’s volunteer wildlife 
rescue and rehabilitation sector.

In this latest round, 17 not-for-profit 
wildlife rescue organisations had a 

share in more than $54,000 to help 
volunteers better care for sick and 
injured native animals.

Wildlife Welfare Organisation SA 
received a $5000 grant to purchase 
incubators and tanks to assist in the 
rehabilitation of reptiles and turtles.

This is the fifth incubator for the 
charity, with the others typically full with 
sick animals as a form of treatment.  

“Quite often when animals come 
in, they go straight into the incubators 
for some warmth first before they get 

fluids,” wildlife rescue centre manager, 
Justin Biddle, said.

“People really underestimate how 
much warmth can help an animal.

“This time of year, we’re also getting 
lots of baby birds which can’t regulate 
their body temperature well.”

The tanks will support turtles who 
often have fractured shells after being 
hit by cars, or support the growth of baby 
turtles to help them against predators.

Cittaslow Goolwa Inc. have announced 
plans for a new community garden in the 
heart of Goolwa. 

The new garden will be situated behind the 
Goolwa Children’s Centre (GCC), following 
a long-term lease signed by the Minister for 
Education, Training and Skills, Blair Boyer.

The idea for the new garden originated 
from long-standing member Sue Gelade.

When she was delivering vegetables to GCC 
from their previous garden, she had to park 
in a large empty lot behind the centre. 

She mentioned the idea of starting a 
garden in the lot to the boss, and “her eyes 
lit up and she got all excited,” Ms Gelade 
said.

The current community garden has been 
up and running since 2008, but Cittaslow 
Goolwa President, Michael Keen, said they 
are currently facing a rodent problem with 
rats digging under the fence and eating their 
produce.

Another limitation of the old garden 
is access; the garden is out of the way, so 
children aren’t able to be involved, and it 

limits access for those with mobility issues.
Mr Keen said the lease for the new garden 

took two years of negotiating and predicts 
the project will take 15 to 18 months to 
complete. 

“Our first part of the project is to build 
a vermin-proof fence, which is what we’re 
seeking funds for right now,” Mr Keen said.

“We hope to establish a fruit forest along 
(the) pathway, so people can just pick fruits 
as they come along.

“Then within the garden itself will be all 
raised garden beds, which will mean it’s 
accessible for people with mobility issues.

“There’ll be a meeting space somewhere 
so that when the community wants to do 
events, we’ve got somewhere to actually have 
a meeting.”

Currently, the garden receives financial 
support from the Goolwa Community Bank 
— Bendigo Bank Goolwa and District. 

The new garden will build upon the existing 
relationship between Cittaslow Goolwa Inc. 
and GCC.

“Having Cittaslow locating right next 
to the Children’s Centre will be a fantastic 
opportunity to build that partnership, not 
only receiving the fresh food but also playing 
an active part in learning plant growing and 
cultivating the fresh produce,” GCC Director, 
Donna McAuley, said.

“There are also plans to run family cooking 
lessons/groups using the fresh produce.”

 Members of both GCC and Cittaslow 
Goolwa Inc. are excited for the new adventure, 
including one of the founding members, 
Gaynor Jones.  

“This is going to be a proper community 
garden, with the community involved,” Ms 
Jones said. 

“I’m 91, so I don’t know how much longer 
I’ll have on this earth, but I hope we get it 
going while I can still be involved.”

The hall was originally built to honour 
Belvidere locals who served in World War I 
and officially opened in September 24, 1921.

Over the years, it was known as one of the 
best dance halls, hosted countless gatherings 
and was the home for the Ag Bureau for many 
years.

Speaking on behalf of the committee 
members, secretary, Tina Dewhurst, recently 
gave a deputation during a council meeting, 
outlining some of the pressures the hall is 
under with the “most urgent challenge” being 
recruiting new volunteers.

The committee aims to attract a range 
of ages and create a community hub and 
meeting place, to help protect the longevity 
of the hall.

The committee aimed to seek help from the 
council with understanding and interpreting 
the constitution and addressing the rising 
insurance costs, while thanking them for 
their annual contribution of $1000 towards 
this.

Mrs Dewhurst also asked whether council 
has a list of tradespeople who can assist with 
the hall maintenance.

“Belvidere Hall has been at the heart of 
our community for more than a century,” 
she said.

“In a small community like ours, the hall 
was never just a building.

“It was where neighbours connected, 
friendships grew, and traditions were passed 
on.”

Located on Langhorne Creek Road – 
between Strathalbyn and Langhorne Creek 
– the much-loved hall is one of 10 owned by 
the community in the Alexandrina Council.

Committee member and past chairman, 
Richard Prusa, described it as an “integral 
part” of his family’s life, who have sentimental 
memories of the hall which hosted their 

milestone birthdays.
“I just like being part of the community 

– being local, it’s something that’s special to 
me,” he said.

“I’m not from Australia, so becoming part 
of a local community in Australia is pretty 
exciting.”

Some of the volunteering duties are 

maintenance, clean-up, mowing lawns and 
washing floors.

Mr Prusa also described it as a great place 
for community groups, with good acoustics 
and lighting, a functional kitchen and toilet.

The Milang Ag Bureau has reportedly 
made recommendations to council for areas 
that need priority attention.

Cr Sue Miller said both community 
members articulated the issues faced in 
the rural areas of the council, agreeing that 
surrounding councils are keeping a higher 
standard of roadside maintenance.

As part of his deputation, Mr Borrett 
suggested two options to council: firstly, 
to make it easier for council’s workers to 
report vegetation they believe is significantly 
overgrown.

And secondly, to reduce the need for 
contractors, and instead, complete the work 
in-house.

The council will hold a workshop 
addressing roadside tree pruning and 
challenges associated with roadside 
vegetation management on October 27.

Some councillors also hoped it would be 
considered in the next budget.

Cr Bill Coomans floated the idea of 
allowing farmers to undertake some of the 
remedial work themselves, especially around 
their own properties, an idea supported by 
Mr Connor and Mayor Keith Parkes.

Mayor Parkes believed the solution worked 
in Victoria after one of the worst bushfires 
in the state’s history in 2009, with roadside 
vegetation playing a major role in its spread.

The state implemented a change to allow 
farmers to help with management, which in 
turn significantly reduced the burden and 
has resulted in neater roadsides.

Another example offered was of Kangaroo 
Island.

“I was at Kangaroo Island a month after 
the bushfires,” Mayor Parkes said.

“There were (some) paddocks that were 
absolutely untouched, and the roadsides 
were a charred mess where the fire had gone 
down the roadside vegetation.”

The long-term future of the Festival 
of Fine Music is now in doubt, with next 
year’s offering canned due to lack of 
funds.

It follows the cancellation of this 
year’s festival, that typically supports 
about 20 classical musicians, when 
organisers were unable to secure a State 
Government grant which would have 
allowed it to go ahead.

Adelaide Hills Chamber Players 
Artistic Director, Brian Chatterton, said 
the decision to pull the plug had been 
made – yet again.

“This time I had to pull the plug 
because the advance sales were well 
below what we would estimate would 
eventually reach minimum target,” Mr 
Chatterton said.

“Early bird sales finished (recently) 
and we hadn’t even reached 10 per 
cent of capacity, whereas normally 
we would reach 30 to 40 per cent 
capacity at the end of early bird, and 
that would give us enough confidence 
to, with enough selling time, get it up 
to target.

“But, unfortunately, we are not 
going to make it, so we have had to 
cancel the programs planned for 
January 2026.”

Mr Chatterton said the festival had 
provided small ensemble pieces for 

communities in areas such as Goolwa, 
and across the Fleurieu and Adelaide 
Hills.

“I can’t quite work out why (sales 
have been so low), because normally 
our database is very supportive,” he said.

“I suspect that cost of living is starting 
to bite in, and people don’t have as much 
disposable income as they might have 
had previously.

“My door is always open (to a return 
in 2027), but I would have to say I am 
very pessimistic.

“I have very little reason to be 
enthusiastic, and it just could be that 
string orchestras and instrumental 
work, which have been the dominant 
offerings in summer, (are) just not 
attracting the people it used to 
attract.”

Mr Chatterton said the festival would 
have provided summer income for a 
number of classical musicians.

“It is an important part of their 
earning power for the year, to be able 
to do that sort of thing,” he said.

“If there is a wonderful benefactor 
out there who can see the value of these 
things, and help us keep the flag flying….

“There is not a lot more I can say, I 
think, because just by going by hard 
evidence, it is not a happy look.”

The tanks will support turtles who often 
have fractured shells after being hit by cars, 
or support the growth of baby turtles to help 
them against predators.

When the weather warms up, turtles are 
often on the move trying to find bigger bodies 
of water, and can also travel kilometres to 
lay eggs.

Mr Biddle encouraged drivers to slow 
down, and if a turtle is spotted on the road, to 

pull over and inspect it for possible injuries. 
If the turtle appears okay, he recommended 

moving them to the side of the road they 
were heading towards as they have a good 

internal compass.
The organisation also previously received 

a grant of $3500 through the same initiative 
for enclosures for injured echidnas and 

lizards to complete their rehabilitation.

A third round of grant funding will open 

next year.

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For Breast Cancer Awareness 
Month, The Southern Argus editor 

Deirdre Graham sat down with 
Chris Watson from the support 

group Strathalbyn Pink Plus who 
shared her story…

In 2009 at the age of 41, Chris Watson had 
her first meeting with breast cancer.

Chris won the battle, before being diagnosed 
again in August last year, where she won again.

She is a big advocate for early screening, 
and having them regularly.

“In 2009 we had a friend in a group of us, 
and her mum had it twice, and she was right 
into us going at the age of 40 to SA Breast 
Screen, as from 40 it is free,” Chris said.

“She said ‘come on, go, go, go’ and I thought 
‘Oh, yeah’, but I had had a couple of issues 
that had nothing to do with breast cancer, 
and the doctor had said to me ‘you (could) 
go for a mammogram’, so... I went for my first 
mammogram and that is when they found  
pre-invasive breast cancer (DCIS).

“It definitely took me by a big surprise, I 
always thought I would know if I had cancer, 
that I would be sick, (so) if I had let that go 
until I felt it, I would be in trouble, it would 
have spread elsewhere.”

Her doctors said she had dodged a bullet.
What followed was surgery and a lengthy 

regimen of radiotherapy, with treatment 
stretching into four or five months.

“With radiotherapy there are a lot of side 
effects, as in burning and that sort of thing,” 
Chris said.

“Tiredness is one of the biggest things. At 
that stage, I had to do six weeks, and I travelled 
every day for six weeks, the only time I didn’t 

travel was the weekend, I had the weekend off.
“For me, I was really lucky, I don’t know 

if I healed better or not, but I probably had 
a bit of redness and a bit of tenderness, but 
no blistering.”

The second time around, the diagnosis 
wasn’t such a surprise as her doctors had been 
keeping an eye on something suspicious for a 
number of years – but Chris had an additional 
problem of a bulged disc that also needed 
treatment at the same time.

“The first time I didn’t know too many 
people who had actually had it and had got 
out of it,” Chris said.

“I think when I went through it last year I 
was a bit more happy to do the whole treatment 
because I knew it could be OK.

“However, I was meant to start treatment in 
October, but on the date I was meant to travel 
(for radiotherapy) we had been away and I got 
back and could hardly walk, let alone drive 
(because of the bulged disc).”

The doctors believed the delay would be 
OK, but Chris’ mental health was in such 
a fragile condition they looked at other 
solutions. They believed depression would 
mean her body wouldn’t cope with three weeks 
of radiotherapy. 

A new high-dose radiotherapy of five days 
was devised, with success.

Chris said the cancer battle also impacted on 
her mum, who had battled the disease twice, her 
husband Paul, her sons Nathan and Corey, and 
her two sisters – and extended family.

“I was probably worried about (them) more 
than anything,” she said.

“It is huge, it is massive… those first three 
weeks for the first lot, going from when I found 
out I had it, to three weeks later when I had 
my surgery, I was a mess.

“I never ever had that experience in my 

life before, I had 
never been down 
that far, I was just 
in a real, real bad 
place and they had 
to prop me up a bit.

“Paul has been 
absolutely amazing 
both times, and my kids, 
the first time, Corey, my 
younger one, he was probably 
about 14/15, and just finishing school, 
but both times he was with me when I got my 
phone calls that weren’t the greatest, so he 
did struggle.

“Nathan, he was a bit older, but he just went 
‘yep, you will be right, you will be right’ and it 
wasn’t until probably five or six months later 
when we sat down and talked about it, that he 
said ‘mum, I didn’t realise it was so serious’.”

Likewise the effect on friends was also 
different.

“I had a couple of friends that were really 
supportive, but one friend I lost for six months, 
as she just didn’t know how to cope with it,” 
Chris said.

“It was really, really hard for me to accept 
that, but she came to me afterwards and said 
‘I just didn’t know what to say, I didn’t know 
what to do, I didn’t know how to help you, and 
the only thing I could do, was go away from it’.”

Like many people with cancer, Chris shied 
away from telling her story.

“My mum was here with me for the first 
three weeks in 2009, and she kept saying ‘I 
have people who have had it, they can come 
around’, and I said, ‘Mum, please no, I don’t 
want to talk to anybody about it, I just want 
to deal with my own battle’,” she said.

“I was really unwell about 10 months later 
and that is when I faced it and went ‘right, I 

have to get some 
help with this 
now, and talk to 
somebody’.

“(The second 
time) I thought, ‘No, 

I have to get help’, so 
straight away I was in to 

the psychologist.
“Now I do tell my story 

a lot, it is really, really important, 
(although) I do know there are people out 
there that don’t want to do that, but it is really 
important for me to talk to people.”

The support from the Strathalbyn Pink Plus 
group has been invaluable.

“It has been absolutely amazing, my first 
time (the group)... or the McGrath nurses 
weren’t around,” Chris said.

“(The second time) I knew so many people 
who had gone through so much more, in 
the way of mastectomies and chemo and 
everything else, so I knew it could be OK, 
and I could be OK.

“Those early tests are very, very important, 
so as early as you possibly can, get those 
mammograms done, it is just about getting 
onto it as early as you possibly can.

“Don’t be afraid to get support, don’t be 
afraid to talk to people, and if you are not 
sure about something ask questions, try to 
get that support as much as you possibly can.”

Chris continues to have mammograms 
every 12 months, and sometimes more 
frequently if she has issues, and has also 
embraced the need to have constant tests 
for other cancers and illnesses.

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The Strathalbyn CFS brigade has issued 
a warning about Lithium-ion batteries with 
the number of fires related to them expected 
to rise.

Speaking after a training session on the 
issue, Strathalbyn CFS captain Andrew Wardle 
said the batteries are able to burn underwater.

“The biggest difficulty is that they are 
relatively sealed and we can’t always get water 
to the source of the fire, which is inside the 
sealed battery,” Mr Wardle said.

“That can be in a battery pack, it can be in 
the frame of a scooter or e-bike.

“And because they burn at such a high 
temperature, create their own oxygen, 
water doesn’t always work, and neither does 
anything else.

“They can burn under water, and there is a 
lot of misinformation out there – there have 
been instances where people have actually 
submerged a car and it continued to burn 
underwater.

“So, you can imagine the difficulties trying 
to hit it with water from a hose.”

Mr Wardle said the most important thing if 

confronted by a battery fire was to stay out of 
the smoke which is particularly toxic.

“We may have to let the battery fire run 
its course, and focus on stopping it from 
spreading further,” he said.

“The other issue is we can throw as much 
water as we like at it, but we then have 
contaminated run off water.”

The contaminents are from the different 
compositions of batteries, which can also 
include cobalt and nitrate, and firefighters 
sometimes can only detect that after the fire.

The NSW fire services currently attend 
one lithium-ion battery fire per day – 
encapsulating car, house, scooters, e-bikes 
and handheld devices.

Mr Wardle said the local brigade has already 
attended a number of battery fires, and it’s 
just a matter of time before another.

“The first one we had was a few years 
ago now, and that was a lithium battery 
in a rubbish truck which caught fire, but 
thankfully it was only a small battery and it 
burnt itself out,” Mr Wardle said.

“We escorted the rubbish truck back to the 
dump, and asked the driver to offload in a 
safe area. We then went over it with a thermal 
imaging camera to put out the hot spots.”

In recent months, similar fires have also 
occurred at Willyaroo and Woodchester.

Mr Wardle had some advice for when a 
battery fire occurs.

“If it is a handheld device, scooter or e-bike, 
get it outside safely (if possible),” he said.

“I stress safely, because it is generating 
smoke that is quite toxic, with very nasty 
chemicals in the smoke.

“Unfortunately, by the time people notice 
the smoke it is possibly already too late and 
the last thing you want to do is get close to 
that fire.

“The best thing to do is get out and call 000.”
Mr Wardle said there were some ways to 

lessen the risk of battery fires.
“The take home message we got from the 

state expert was use the correct charger for 
the device,” Mr Wardle said.

“If possible, charge scooters and e-bikes 
outside, do not leave them on charge indoors 
overnight.

“Mobile phones… where possible, try and 
use the original charger and discard the 
chargers and cords if they become damaged.”

He encouraged readers to visit the CFS 
website for more information on lithium 
battery safety.

Car rollover at 
Ashbourne

A driver and his passenger escaped 
injuries when their car rolled over

Emergency services attended a 
single car rollover on Bull Creek 
Road at Ashbourne on the evening 
of October 17.

Fortunately, neither the driver, a 
19-year-old man nor his 15-year-old 
female passenger, both from Bull 
Creek, were injured in the crash.

The young driver was issued with 
an expiation notice for failing to 
maintain control of his vehicle.

The vehicle was towed from the 
scene.

E-bike thefts in Goolwa
SA Police has received several 

reports of e-bikes being stolen in and 
around the Goolwa and Victor Harbor 
areas in recent weeks and are calling 
on owners to take extra precautions.

These high-value items are 
increasingly being targeted by 
opportunistic thieves, often when left 
unsecured or visible in public spaces. 

To help prevent further incidents, 
police are reminding all e-bike owners 
to take extra precautions. 

E-Bikes should be stored out of sight 
and securely locked when not in use, 
even when kept at home. 

Using high-quality locks and 
securing bikes to immovable objects 
can significantly reduce the risk of 
theft. 

Owners are also encouraged to 
record serial numbers and consider 
GPS tracking options.

Volunteers rescued a horse at Milang after 
the animal broke away from their owner on 
the weekend.

The horse escaped along the foreshore on 
Sunday and was unable to be located.

The incident was responded to by volunteers 
from around the district: the Milang and 
Clayton Bay Country Fire Service (CFS), and 
the Strathalbyn, Mount Barker and Yankalilla 
State Emergency Service (SES).

Using an infrared drone from the SES, the 
horse was found a few hundred metres into 
the reeds on the eastern side of the Milang 
Regatta Club.

Volunteers attempted to walk the animal 
out, but to no avail.

So, a mat was set up, and the animal was 
dragged manually about 200m through 
the reeds to the point where it could be 

winched up the hill and onto the road 
verge.

The horse was then able to stand up, was put 

onto a float and taken to the vet for treatment 

of some minor abrasions.

Garage fire 
A garage fire at Wistow last week 

caused an estimated $60,000 worth 
of damage.

Country Fire Service (CFS) crews 
were called to the incident on October 
17 at around 12.30pm.

Twenty CFS firefighters on five 
trucks attended the fire in a joint 
response with the MFS.

Thanks to the prompt response 
from firefighters, the spread was 
contained to the garage and did not 
spread to the house.

The fire caused an estimated 
$60,000 in damages and fire 
investigators were called to the scene.

Police chase through Mount Barker
Two people were arrested last week 

following a police pursuit through Mount 
Barker after a fleeing ute rammed a patrol 
car.

This incident began in the early morning 
of October 16, when SA Police was called to 
a Mount Barker service station with reports 
of intoxicated people. 

Upon arrival, police observed a man 
and woman standing near a black Holden 
vehicle.

When the pair saw the police, they got 
into the vehicle and left quickly down 
Adelaide Road.

Police lights and sirens failed to stop the 
Holden which took off at speed. 

The vehicle was pursued for a short 
distance through Mount Barker, before it 
came to a stop on Flaxley Road. 

It then reversed at speed, crashing into 
the front of the patrol causing significant 
damage. 

Luckily, the police officer wasn’t 
physically injured, however, the police car 
sustained extensive damage and was towed.

Another patrol arrived and attempted 
to stop the vehicle, however had to avoid 
a collision when the Holden drove at 
them. 

Police made no other attempts to stop the 
vehicle for safety reasons, and the vehicle 
was last seen travelling east on Alexandrina 
Road from Flaxley Road.

Numerous patrols attended Mount 
Barker from neighbouring districts and 
regions to assist, and around 3.30am, the 
black Holden was found dumped in the 
showgrounds. 

Dog operations attended and began 
tracking from the vehicle, however, was 
unable to locate anyone.

After ongoing enquiries, police located 
the two suspects at about 8am on Murray 
Street.

A 39-year-old man from Black Forest 
was arrested and charged with a series 
of offences including dangerous driving 
to cause police pursuit, endangering life, 
driving at night without effective lights and 
driving whilst disqualified.

He was taken to hospital to receive 
treatment.

A 49-year-old woman from Glandore 
was arrested and charged with failing to 
stop and assist or present to police after 
an accident, failing to answer questions 
to identify driver or owner of vehicle and 
dangerous driving to cause police pursuit.

She has been bailed to appear in the Mount 
Barker Magistrates Court on November 27.

The Country Fire Service (CFS) has 
announced the dates for the fire danger 
season for the Murraylands region, but the 
dates for the Mount Lofty Ranges is still yet 
to be announced.

The boundary line between the two regions 
cuts through the local area, with Mount 
Barker, Strathalbyn and Goolwa in the Mount 
Lofty Ranges, and Milang, Langhorne Creek 
and Clayton Bay in the Murraylands.

The start of the season for the Murraylands 
is from November 1, spanning to April 30, 
2026.

Strathalbyn CFS Group Officer Greg 
Pfeiffer said the dates are determined by 
considering soil dryness and the conditions 
the state has faced.

“A lot of the state is still in drought, and 
down here we’re down on (typical rainfall),” 
Mr Pfeiffer said.

He classified the region as being in a green 
drought, meaning there has been enough 
rain for pastures and land to appear healthy 
and green, but the deeper layers of soil are 
still dry. 

Mr Pfeiffer said that the CFS has already 
responded to grass fires in recent few weeks.

“(They’ve) not been burning at any speed 
but (are still) burning, which is not unusual, 
but it’s a bit scary (because) it’s a little bit 
early,” Pfeiffer said.

To be prepared for the upcoming season, 
Mr Pfeiffer said people should start looking 
at the fire breaks on their properties and 
fence lines, and start clearing and cutting 
the grass near their houses.

“(The) problem is we haven’t really had 
much of a fire season — except for last year,” 
Mr Pfeiffer said.

“So, people get complacent, and the last 
thing I want to see is it sneak up on people

(who are not) prepared because it can be 
devastating.”

People need to stay vigilant on fire-prone 
days to keep themselves and those around 
them safe. 

On high-risk days, Mr Pfeiffer said it may 
be best to curve your operations and what you 
are doing.

“You’re obviously not going to get out with 
an angle grinder on a bad day… or any day 
during fire danger season,” Mr Pfeiffer said.

“That’s the quickest way to start a fire.
“Fires have been started over electric 

drills, (they) get jammed when they have 
been drilling into steel, and it’s dropped a 
hot piece of metal, and away it goes.”

He notes it’s important to realise it doesn’t 
have to be a particularly warm day to pose a 
risk, because the wind also plays a major role.

“If it’s blowing, it can be gone before you 
even realise it’s actually started,” Mr Pfeiffer 
said. 

Given the unpredictable nature of fire and 
weather, Mr Pfeiffer is unsure how this season 
will play out. 

“This year’s shaping up with (us) low on 
rainfall, it’s starting to dry off pretty quickly, 
and we’ve still got heavy fuel loads in scrub… 
around the place,” Mr Pfeiffer said.

“We just have to wait and see, but we only 
have a problem if we have a fire.”

While the dates for the Mount Lofty Ranges 
are yet to be announced, Mr Pfeiffer predicts 
they will follow the trends of the other 
regions, likely pushing forward.

Fire Danger Season is fast 
approaching, with the Murray Lands 
set to begin on November 1 and 
stretching until April 30, 2026.

As highlighted on page 11 of this 
week’s Argus, Strathalbyn CFS Group 
Officer Greg Pfeiffer urged local 
residents to start getting prepared 
now for the season.

With the green drought the region 
has been facing, it’s gearing up to be 
full of unpredictability. 

The CFS has said that the last 
couple of fire seasons, excluding last 
year’s, have been relatively tame. 

With this,  people become 
complacent and forget that there’s 
work to be done to keep themselves 
and their families safe. 

People need to start thinking about 
the jobs they’ve been putting off so 
far, taking that bit of extra effort to 
make sure this Fire Danger Season 
won’t impact them. 

With the odd fire already popping 
up just a couple of months into spring, 
the time is now to get prepared. 

Start looking at your fire breaks, 
fence lines, clearing and cutting back 
the grass around houses. 

Burn-offs need to be done before 
November 1, or you will need to obtain 
a Schedule 9 Permit from the council 
to be allowed to do one during Fire 
Danger Season. 

It is important to stay vigilant and 
look out for each other, especially 
on those warm and windy days that 
are guaranteed to be just around the 
corner. 

If something is to happen, just 
know that our CFS volunteers are 
well-equipped and trained to help 
you out at any given moment. 

Fingers crossed that this Fire 
Danger Season is tame and everyone 
stays safe and out of harm’s way.

I share the worry felt by both the 

Ambulance Employees Association and 
their members at the number of unfilled 
ambulance shifts across our state with 
136 vacant over one week. 

 The reality that some regional 
communities may often be left without 
ambulance coverage is deeply troubling. 

 Country patients deserve the same 
access to timely emergency care as those 
living in metropolitan areas. 

I want to acknowledge the tireless 
efforts of our volunteer ambulance 
officers and career paramedics who 
continually go above and beyond to keep 
our communities safe. Their dedication 
is remarkable, but it should not come 
at the cost of exhaustion or burnout.

 It is time that more respect is shown 
to our volunteer ambulance officers. 

They are qualified, experienced, 
dedicated …and local. They know the 
roads and they know each other which 
matters in a crisis. 

 Premier Malinauskas must act with 
more urgency to address rural workforce 
shortages in health to guarantee that 
every South Australian, no matter their 
postcode, can expect the same standard 
of healthcare when they need it most.

REMINDER: Recreation of historic photo
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Gilbert’s Motor Museum was yet another 
pitstop for a touring motor group last 
Wednesday, when the National Veteran 
Vehicle Rally stopped by on a leg of its five-
day tour of South Australia.

Rally Director Hamish McDonald said 
106 veteran cars and 200 people took part 
in the rally.

“A veteran car is any vehicle built prior 
to January 1, 1919, and there are some really 
unique cars with us this week from all across 
Australia,” Mr McDonald said.

“All the different states and territories are 
represented, and we rotate around each state 
every year, so this is the first time in seven 
years that it has come back to SA, so we are 
very privileged to host it.”

On the travelogue has been Murray 
Bridge, Mannum and Mypolonga, Karoonda, 
Strathalbyn, Milang, Finniss and Clayton Bay, 
and Oakbank Racecourse.

Mr McDonald said a number of rare cars 
were making the journey.

“There is one called a Brush,” he said.
“That is a single cylinder car, it is made out of 

wood – wooden wheels, wooden chassis, wooden 
axles, and they used to say they ‘wooden’ go, but 
they did, and went really, really well.

“It was one of the first cars to cross 
Australia from Perth to Sydney in 1912.

“That one has actually gone back to the 
UK, but there are quite a few Brushes here 
in Australia, although this is the only Brush 
here today on this event.

“The oldest car, off the top of my head, 
potentially could be a Cadillac, which is very 
early, and there is a Rover here which is 1907, 
and quite a lot of younger cars from about 
1913.”

Mr McDonald said members were 
“relishing” the opportunity to see the different 
regions of South Australia and meeting the 
communities they visited.

“We had a fantastic time in Karoonda, and 
the roads have been really fantastic,” he said.

“They are nice long roads which drivers 

like, with plenty of pull off side kerbs that 
they can get off the road if they need to.

“They have really appreciated the level 
of organisation that has gone into it, and 
the variety of places that we have been able 
to visit, so Gilbert’s was a really great spot 
for them because they are so interested in 
mechanical things, and to see the selection of 
vehicles has been a really good experience.”

On Friday night the Governor of South 
Australia Frances Adamson and her partner 
Rod Bunten were to join members for a Vice 
Regal dinner.

“Mr Bunten is our patron and he joined 
us on Monday and rode in some of the cars, 
and he thoroughly enjoyed it, and was very 
pleased and proud to be our patron,” Mr 
McDonald said.

“It is a movement, as people are getting 
older and we really need interest from 
younger generations. Otherwise... a parade 
of motoring history will disappear and you 
will only see it in a museum like Gilbert’s, 
which is static.

“What people don’t see (in a museum) is 
the smell and the sound, and this brings such 
a richness to why we do what we do, and share 
it with people in the community.” 

Mr McDonald said the 106 cars had held 
up well over the rally.

“Veteran car owners are resilient people,” 
he said.

“You have to be patient but you also have 
to be prepared to get a little bit of grease and 
grime on you, and you can see on my fingers 
I still have some from when I was tinkering 
with my car.

“We get out and we keep them going, but we 
also have a great fellowship and camaraderie 
and we help each other.

“Cars will break down inevitably, because 
you have to when you are 100-years-old, and 
then they will trailer them back to where ever 
they are staying, caravan park or whatever, 
and they will all work on it, and nine times 
out of 10 you will see them there the next 
morning ready to start.

“Although sometimes they fail to proceed, 
and you have to live with that, that is the risk 
of keeping an antiquated vehicle on the road.”

For the record, Gilbert’s was given the 
thumbs up from the visitors.

Living with dementia
When acclaimed builder and designer 

Warren Henderson drove up to the party in 
his glittering gold Mercedes convertible, he 
jumped out looking like John Travolta (it 
was 1983) and threw a young party guest a 
playful smile. 

Deidre immediately knew she had just met 
someone who would be a huge presence in 
her life. 

“I felt a bit like a rabbit in headlights to be 
honest,” she said.

“Warren was a larger-than-life personality 
with such a joyful disposition. 

“People were drawn to him. 
“He was adored by everyone.” 
As a single mother of three children, 

Deidre’s life was frugal, exhausting and often 
lonely. She wasn’t even going to attend the 
party that night, but a couple she was friends 
with pushed her to come out with them and 
have some fun. 

“As soon as my friends left us alone, 
Warren literally picked me up and twirled 
me around,” she said.

“When he put me down our eyes met and 
that was it for both of us.” 

Romance blossomed and they soon became 
inseparable. 

Warren married Deidre and brought up 
her three children as his own. 

An Australian National Sailing Champion, 
Warren was an expert sailor and so he, Deidre 
and the children enjoyed an idyllic life with 
much of their time spent on the water in his 
large yacht. 

“It was like a caravan on water,” Deidre 
recalled.

“The children loved it. We loved it. 
“It was an amazing life.”
In 2020, the couple retired to Victor 

Harbor, ready to settle into the next phase 
of their lives. 

Deidre had noticed Warren was struggling 
with his memory, but she put it down to his 
massive workload running a successful 
building company. 

“I thought his memory lapses were due to 
work stress and a busy social life and hoped 
it would improve once he gave up work,” she 
said. 

Instead, Warren’s memory rapidly declined, 
and Deidre also noticed behavioural changes 
in her once cheerful partner. 

Within six months of their retirement to 
the Fleurieu region, Warren was diagnosed 
with dementia. 

Four years later, Deidre’s own major 
health issues forced her to make the heart 
wrenching decision to place Warren into 
full-time care. 

“I was devastated,” she said.
“It was the most heartbreaking experience 

to be separated from my soul mate.”
Deidre credits staff at Dementia Australia 

and Carers SA among those who supported 
her through that difficult time. 

“I received fantastic support and feel 
blessed to have had local medical teams, 
helplines and fellow carers to show me a way 
forward,” she said. 

Despite now living separately, Deidre still 
spends most days with Warren. 

They walk their little dog, Abby, and they 
are active members of Demetia Australia’s 
Memory Lane Cafe group. 

The Victor Harbor RSL is the home base 
of the group designed for people living 
with a dementia diagnosis and their carer 
partners to attend together and enjoy live 
entertainment and morning tea in a safe and 
understanding environment. 

Deidre is now a leading dementia advocate 
in the Fleurieu region and wants people to 
know there is hope; both for those diagnosed 
with dementia and for their partners. 

“It is a scary road, but you can continue 
to live a full life after a diagnosis,” she 
said.

“It is about getting all the relevant 
information to make decisions around how 
to manage it. 

“It is about asking for support and, most 
importantly, it is about knowing you are not 
alone.” 

Member for Finniss David Basham MP 
said Deidre’s story is a powerful reminder of 

how important it is to talk about dementia 
in the community. 

“A dementia diagnosis is a daunting health 
issue to navigate,” he said.

“I am glad we have strong support 
structures in place and people like Deidre in 
the Finniss community advocating for more 
awareness because there is still so much to 
be done in this space.”

It was a day out for Damien Nettle on 
the Strathalbyn golf course last Saturday 
when, thanks to his back nine, he was 
able to take out the par competition on a 
countback from Kevin Shepley.

This Saturday the green cart also 
performed well, getting Damien and 
Wayne Miles around without incident, 
Wayne probably wishing it had broken 
down again, with his card at the end of 
the day showing -5.

Damien looked to be heading the same 
way as Wayne, sitting at -2 on the front 
nine, but things certainly picked up for 
him on the back nine. 

He started by winning the tenth, then 
squared the next two holes before stringing 
together four more winning holes. 

He finished by squaring the last two 
holes for +5 on the back to finish +3 for 
the day.
